Welcome to The Bell Inn.

There are so many places to explore in the local area:
UNESCO world heritage site of Stonehenge (6.9miles) Need we say more!

Salisbury Cathedral (5.3miles) and the Medieval City-check out the smoke preserved mummified hand in a glass case in the historic pub The Haunch of Venison reputed to be from 1320, one of the regions oldest hostelries. 

435 years of racing at Salisbury racecourse. They will stage 15 race meetings from May to October 2026 (4.7miles) 
Wilton House (3.1miles) and shopping village. Wilton House is a historic Palladian stately home serving as the ancestral seat of the Earls of Pembroke for centuries, built on the grounds of an ancient Abbey, famous for its stunning state rooms, extensive parkland, art collection and frequent filming location for productions such as Netflix series The Crown and Bridgerton. Our tip check opening times.

Old Sarum (6.4miles) Is one of the most enthralling and historically important sites in Southern England. Uniquely it combines a medieval  royal castle and cathedral within an Iron Age fortification.

Longleat (23miles - Be warned driving through the monkey enclosure can cause damage to your car!) 

UNESCO world heritage site Avebury henge and stone circles 29.5miles. Home to the largest prehistoric stone circle in the world, surrounded by a huge henge bank and ditch. To walk the entire circle its 5.4 miles-so allow 2-3 hours to complete! You’ll need refreshment after in the Red Lion we are sure!

The Village of Lacock and Lacock Abbey 30.8miles. The village is owned almost in its entirety by the National Trust and in our opinion a quintessential English village, most houses are from the 18th century or earlier, we recommend a look around the 14th century St Cyriac’s Church, make sure you read the visitors book! Lunch at Sign of the Angel-yes please!
Used for many film and TV productions most notably the Harry Potter Films and BBC TV productions of Pride and Prejudice and Cranford and even an episode of Downton Abbey.

UNESCO world heritage site of Bath (34.2miles) The Romans founded the original baths in Bath around 70AD, famed for its hot springs, you have to taste the water! And Georgian architecture, tip go by train from Salisbury fastest trains are just 54 minutes.

If the beach is your bag then we are just 33 miles to the Blue Flag beaches of Bournemouth and Poole, the X3 bus service takes you there from Salisbury, regular and reliable.
